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Sculpture will
be unveiled at
Temple Beth Am

Zammy Migdal remembers
everyone...everyone who has
lived, everyone who perished
during the Holocaust and ev-
eryone not yet born.

“Zechor” implores Zammy.
“As Jews, we are commanded
to remember the past. But not
only do we remember the past,
we are expected to remember
to live: Chai. For this installa-
tion, I wanted to design some-
thing that would cradle the
past, present and the future.”

Coconut Grove resident and
sculptor Zammy Migdal was
commissioned by Temple Beth
Am of Pinecrest to design and
construct a sculpture for the
courtyard between the new
sanctuary and the day school.
The community is invited to
the inauguration of “Zechor”
at Temple Beth Am, 5950 N.
Kendall Dr. in Pinecrest on
Friday, Aug. 31 at 7 p.m.

Inspired by the location and
theinherent freedom the audi-
ence would have toview it from
all sides, Migdal wanted to cre-
ateasculpture that would meld
the Jewish tenet of “remem-
ber” with the other cornerstone
of Jewish tradition- the on-go-
ing process of learning.

Choosing to use the 27 let-
ters of the Hebrew alphabet,
the Aleph-Bet, Zammy has
brought into being a sculpture
that captures the heart of a
Jewish life. Dominating the
metal sculpture is the 15’ tall
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centerpiece- Zechor. Set in a
semi-circle around Zechor are
letters of the Hebrew alpha-
bet. Each letter is 3’ feet tall,
and are stacked on top of each
other in a random order. The
letters are designed to inter-
sect with each other, represent-
ing the connection between all
Jews.

Juxtaposing memory is Life.
To represent the future of the
Jewish people, the Jewish
spirit, as well as the principal
beliefofcelebrating the present
and the future of Israel, Zammy
has embedded the word “chai”-
Life- in his semi-circle of the
Hebrew alphabet.

“Every Jewish person has a
Jewish name, each constructed
from the letters of the Aleph-
Bet. This memorial links the
past, the present with the fu-
ture. Each past life is remem-
bered, and each future life is
honored.”
